In this one-day, six-hour class students will learn the basic "Perfect Strips" technique as it relates to the
Pineapple block. This is done in a demo where Nancy discusses the Pineapple block itself and talks in
depth about this technique and its many unigue aspects. After the demo, students begin a single three
fabric block. Once each person gets to a certain point in the construction, Nancy work with her individu-
ally to discuss the many design possibilities for her particular block. For instance, they look at ways to
switch fabrics or add additional fabrics within the block and look at varying the size of the finishing rows
(without any complicated math) for unigue design opportunities. Later in the day after everyone has a
better understanding of the block, Nancy demonstrates her technique and tips for joining blocks and
does a small trunk show of Pineapple quilts. Here she points out in detail various designs, border treat-
ments and embellishment options. If time permits, she will talk about adapting the technique to minia-
ture Pineapple blocks. Students can expect to leave with enough knowledge to make a basic Pineapple
quilt.
