All items are to arrive on Friday and be
properly labeled. You must also submit the inventory sheet for all your items and sign up to work at the
Country Store for at least 2 hours. Each participant must complete an inventory sheet and label each
individual item with the correct code followed by an item number.

The code is a combination of letters that distinctly identifies you — typically it is your initials, or if you
think you may share initials with someone else in the Guild, some other combination that is uniquely
yours. The example below uses the initials plus a number to separate the different types of items (‘1’ for
fat quarters, ‘2’ for patterns, and ‘3’ for misc. notions).

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Meeting called to order by Carol-Sue Mcllargey at
7:06 PM.

Vice-President’s Report: More blocks are needed
for Diana Dunaway’s president’s quilt.

Minutes were approved.

Officers’ Reports:

Treasurer. Income and expenditures are about
even at this point.

Rotary Cutting measurements for a finished size
of 8”:

Background: 8 22" squares

Bow: 8 2'2" squares (can be all one
color or as many as 4 colors)

Knot: 8 174" squares (colors to match
252" bow squares)

Place a knot square on the corner of a back-
ground square, right sides together, edges and
corner matching. Sew across from corner to cor-
ner and cut off tip with a 4" seam allowance;
press seam toward knot. Sew together as pic-
tured.

Add the spiky border to two sides as before. (See
January Newsletter.)
