In this hands-on workshop, the texture of the background of the quilt is explored. Join me for a very full and creative day expanding your free-motion skills creating a wholecloth sampler of patterns. Learn background filler stitches used to fill entire spaces or fill in around stitched motifs including loops, pebbles, headbands, leaves, clamshells, Diane-sheiko and my signature checkerboard. Enjoy my impressive portfolio of stitched examples. 
Any experience level, any machine quilter, domestic or longarm. Your desire to learn and a machine that is in good working order are more important to your success than previous free-motion experience.


Project Supplies:

22” square of light colored solid or almost solid fabric (sateen works well)

22” square of backing fabric  

22” square of wool batting

Practice Supplies:

Two 18” squares of muslin (or any light colored) cotton fabric

18” square of any batting

*Pre-wash all fabric and use spray starch to stabilize it before class.  Pin-baste only the practice quilt bundle before class, 20 pins or less. 

Other Supplies: 


Basic Sewing Supplies

100 wt. YLI Silk or The Bottom Line thread to match top fabric  

Sewing machine with 

free-motion and/or darning foot, extension table or slide on tray

extra empty bobbin, and owner's manual, cords and foot pedal.

Sewing machine needles, size 70 Microtex (sharp)

Water-soluble marking pen (new)

Any 18 to 24” ruler

Masking tape
Optional: 

Joanie’s Quilting Elements
Grid Marker (plastic template) if you have one
*Bring your BEST cleaned and oiled sewing machine in good working order. We will use lightweight thread and tiny stitches so bring any lighting and magnification you need and a chair pad for your comfort.
