EXHIBITION  TERMS

1. The EXHIBITION FEE in the amount of $         accompanies this contract and is non-refundable. 

2. All work must adhere to Quiet Waters Park EXHIBITION STANDARDS (sent by Application Chairman).

3. The exhibition shall be INSTALLED on            (The artist must follow the Installation      

    Guidelines, which will be mailed four weeks prior to the opening of the show.)
4. SALES:  

Park office staff and the Art Committee Sales Chairman will handle all sales. The Friends of Quiet Waters Park will retain twenty-five percent (25%) of the selling price of works sold during the show.  The artist(s) will receive payment within two weeks after the exhibition closes.  In the case of group exhibitions, a single payment for works sold (with itemization of works, sales prices and artists) will be sent to the designated coordinator of the show.   Please note: no more than ten percent (10%) of combined works can be listed “Not for sale” (NFS). 

If, as a result of having shown at Quiet Waters Park I (we) sell any of these works from my (our) studio (s) within the two-month period following the close of the show, I (we) will remit the amount of the entire selling price, plus 6% Maryland Sales Tax, to the Friends of Quiet Waters Park, 600 Quiet Waters Park Road, Annapolis, MD 21403.  Seventy five percent (75%) of same will be sent directly to me within two weeks of the sale recording.

5. INVITATIONS and/or ANNOUNCEMENTS of the exhibitions are to be printed and mailed at the 

   expense of the artist group or organization.  The Quiet Waters Park Art Gallery Liaison Staff and the Reception Chairman must approve the date and time of  the opening reception prior to mailing and/or distribution.
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6.  Show notices and photographs (if furnished) will be sent out by the Publicity Chairman of the Fine Arts Committee prior to the opening of the exhibition. This signed contract signifies the artist’s approval for the use of photos for publicity purposes.

7. The organization representative agrees that the show will remain intact until the official closing date.  

     If, however there are extenuating circumstances, a sold piece may be removed early after consultation with the creating artist, and the representative, to be immediately replaced by a piece of similar size.  

     The accompanying label will be the same size and style as the original.

8.  UNSOLD  WORKS must be removed by the artist(s) on the day after the final day of exhibition.  All work must be signed out by the artist(s) on the inventory sheet.   Neither the staff of Quiet Waters Park nor the Friends of Quiet Waters Park will be responsible for safe storage.  The exhibit must remain in place in its entirety until the end of the exhibition unless permission for early removal is arranged by the selling artist.

9.  Exhibitors will be held responsible for any damages they incur to Quiet Waters Park property during the period of the exhibition. 

10. The Galleries are equipped with both a security system and a fire suppression system, however, Anne Arundel County, Quiet Waters Park Staff and Friends of Quiet Waters Park, individually or collectively, will not be responsible for loss or damage to any artwork due to theft, accident, fire or other causes.
