Supply List for Indian Orange Peel

In class, we will cover the basics of paper foundation piecing, do some sewing, talk a lot about color, and I hope, have a wonderful time!

Please bring:

· Pattern for Indian Orange Peel optional; paper foundations for use in class are provided.

· Sewing machine in good working order, equipped with a medium-sized needle (90/14).

· Basic sewing supplies, including good fabric scissors, and scissors for cutting paper.

· Rotary cutting supplies

· Travel iron & personal ironing board (optional), if space permits.
· Freezer paper

· Cellophane tape for repairs (optional)

Fabric for your quilt, which could be divided into two broad color groups.  In my quilt they are a red/orange/deep yellow group, and a black/taupe/dark neutral group, both with other colors that function as “exceptions”.  

You should bring colors you love and want to work with!. 

 How much you bring depends on whether you intend to complete this quilt, and on how actively you wish to participate in the color discussion in class.  The minimum is probably 4 or 5 fat or long quarter yards from each color group that you choose.  Give yourself a range of colors and values, so that you can achieve adequate contrast in your piecing.
